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What Is God Like?
DAY 1

His attributes are well documented, and we can

know without question that God is omnipotent, omniscient, eternal, and

immortal. He is the very source of love, light, faithfulness, wisdom, justice and

truth.

Since the time of Creation, God has wanted to have a personal (walking,

talking) relationship with us, as a father would have with a beloved child.

Adam’s disobedience was an outright rejection of his relationship with God, and

the fellowship he had known with His Creator was no longer possible. The Old

Testament is the record of God’s plan to restore this fellowship. It’s called the

Plan of Redemption. Through the Old Covenant — the Law, the priesthood,

and the sacrifices and feasts — God made a way to relate to mankind again. For

the most part, however, His dealings with them were on a national level, not

personal and intimate. Only in certain cases did He deal with chosen, anointed

individuals like Abraham, Isaac, Jacob, Joseph, Moses, David, Daniel, the high

priests and the prophets. 

While Jesus was on earth, He taught about His kind, loving Father, but His

Jewish listeners did not fully understand what He was telling them because they

had been taught under the Old Covenant about a God who could be

approached only through priests and animal sacrifices and rituals. He was the

discipline.

Man lives in a body.

It’s the place where our spirit and our soul are housed.

It enables us to exist and function on earth.

It’s the part of us that is subject to death on earth but that will become immortal

in heaven.

Our body can grow stronger and more mature through proper provision of

food, water, air, and protection.

DAY 3

With Satan in control, all the miseries associated

with sin make life on earth anything but the paradise God intended it to be.

Throughout the ages, Satan has effectively deceived people into thinking that

God brought on all their suffering. Nothing could be further from the truth. All

of God’s dealings with mankind have been motivated by His love for us.
